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General Information

God’s Bible School was founded by
Martin Wells Knapp in 1900 and is one of
the oldest Bible colleges America. What
is now the college of Gosl'Bible School
began as a diploma course, devoted almo
exclusively to the study of the Bible and of
practical subjects to enable the student to
be an dective worker in what M.\WKnapp
called the “great, whitened harvest field.”

The original course was called the
ChristianWorker's Course. Lateit was
expanded to a three-year course and, in
1936, to a regular fowrear collegiate
course.At that time, the Department of
Education of the tate of Ohio granted
authorization to God’Bible School to
confer baccalaureate degrees.

Name

The name “God Bible School” was
chosen by its founder and has become
well-known within the holiness move-
ment. This name stresses the interdenomn
national, nonsectarian character of the
school. It also emphasizes the fact that i
purpose is to train students to give God
priority in their lives.

M.W. Knapp also used the title “Mis-
sionaryTraining Home” to give
prominence to the gent need for
preparing students for worldwide
missions. In some of his early
advertising, he referred to the
school as a “drilling school for
Christian soldiers” to show the
practical side of the education
offered. These central ideas have
continued through the years to lie
at the very heart and purpose of
God’s Bible School. The name
may seem misleading to some,
since names such as “school” ani
“institute” frequently denote

However the name has become traditional
and so well-known among the schaol’
constituency that the time-honored name
has been retained, and the title of “college”
has been added to show the type of educa-
tional programs now beingfefed.

Salvation. We believe that salvation

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Security of Believers. We believe
that all believers are fully secure in Christ,
conditioned only by their continuous obedient
faith. Those who backslide may be immedi-
ately restored to Gasifavor by returning to
Him in repentance and faith in Christ.

The Christian Life. We believe
that it is the joy and duty of all Christians
through the power of the Holy Spirit to live
righteously victoriously and sacrificially
obedient to God' law faithful in the use of
the means of grace, continually sharing th
hope that is in them, and ministering
compassionately to human need.

The Church. We believe that the
true church of Jesus Christ is composed of
all who are united to Him in saving faith

Christ’s Return. We believe that

ness. His coming, as we confess, is the
“blessed hope” which is set before us and
for which we must live in constant joyful
readiness.

Heaven and Hell. We believe that
those who die in Christ are immediately
present with Him, while those who die in
sin sufer the torments of hell awaiting the
final judgment.All shall be raised from the
dead, those who have died in Christ to
eternal blessedness, and those who have
rejected Him to conscious and everlasting
punishment in the Lake of Fire.

Creation. We believe that for His
own glory and by His own decree the
Triune God created heaven and earth and
all things visible and invisible, animate and
inanimate. Thus we reject all unscriptural
theories of origin.

Separation. We believe that all the
saved should live in such a manner as not to
bring reproach upon their Savior and Lord.
God commands His people to separate from
all religious apostasyll worldly and sinful
pleasures, practices, and associations, and
to refrain from all immodest and immoeder
ate appearances, the wearing of jewelry
piercings, and bodily markings.

Human Sexuality. We believe that
God has given to us the gift of sexuality
which must be exercised only within the
boundaries of covenanted, lifelong, and
heterosexual marriage. Intimate sexual
relationships outside of marriage and
sexual relationships between persons of the
same sex are immoral and sinful. Specifi-
cally we condemn homosexualitgsbian-
ism, bisexualitybestiality incest, fornica-
tion, adultery pornographyand other forms
of licentiousness as sinful perversions of
the divine gift of sexuality

Family Relationship.we believe
that God has instituted the family as the
foundational unit of human sociegnd it
begins with the legitimate marriage of one
man and one womanlithin its structure,
as He has ordained, parents are responsi
to instruct their children in Christian faith

and conduct, to set before them godly and

consistent examples of the same, and in
every way to “bring them up in the nurture
and admonition of the Lord.” In the
ordering of family life, Scripture requires:
“Wives submit yourselves unto your
own husbands, as unto the Lord . . .
husbands, love your wives, even as
Christ also loved the church, and
gave himself for it . . . children, obey
your parents in the Lord: for this is
right.”

Human Life. The sanctity
and dignity of human life demands
respect for all human life, especially
in its most vulnerable stages and
conditions. We believe that human
life begins at conception and that the
unborn child is a living human
being. Abortion constitutes the
unjustified, unexcused taking of
unborn human life Abortion is
murder We reject any teaching that
abortions of pregnancies due to rape, ince
birth defects, gender selection, birth or
population control, or the physical or
mental well being of the mother are accep
able. We further believe that the killing of
the weak, the physically challenged, the
mentally ill, or the aged, whether by a
deliberate act or by coercimg assisting a
person to commit suicide is immoral.

Civil Lawsuits. We believe that
Christians are prohibited from bringing
civil lawsuits against other Christians or
Christian oganizations to resolve personal
disputes.We believe the Christian commu-
nity possesses all the resources necessar

resolve personal disputes between parties.

We do believe, howevethat a Christian

may seek compensation for injuries from

another Christias insurance company as

long as the claim is pursued without malice
bleor slander

Authority. We believe that God has
ordained and created all authority consist-
ing of three basic institutions: 1) the
home, 2) the church, and 3) the state.
Every person is subject to these authori-

Stties, but all (including the authorities
themselves) are answerable to God and
governed by HisVord. God has given
each institution specific Biblical responsi-
bilities and balanced those responsibilities
with the understanding that no institution
has the right to infringe upon the other
The home, the church, and the state are
equal and sovereign in their respective
Biblically assigned spheres of responsibil-
ity under God.

his/her worldview;

w Demonstrates ability to talk intelli-
gently about God and His working in
his/her life;

w Understands loving God, applying
this understanding in all relational
interactions;

w Possesses a substantive grasp of
orthodox theology

2. Loving Others: Lives out love for
God in loving others, manifesting this love
in compassionate service.

This attribute may be made apparent in
the following ways.The educated Christian:

w Understands how to love others and
contribute to their lives;

w Develops and uses spiritual gifts,
especially in discipling and
mentoring others;

w Participates in Christian service,
indicating a biblical ministry phi-
losophy and passion;

w Engages his/her community through
civic involvement;
