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Financial Information

God's Bible School and College exists
to prepare the student for the future.

The information below is provided to assist
in making financial decisions.

The regular college tuition rate for
full-time students is based on a normal

semester load of 12 to 18 hours.
A student who enrolls for more than 1§

hours per semester must pay an additiona

hourly tuition rate for each hour in excess
of 18 hoursA student who takes fewer
than 12 hours is classified as a part-time
student and must pay tuition based on the
hourly tuition rate. Periodic tuition
increases are normally tied to increases i
the amount the federal government
allocates for the Pell Grant award amount

Residence hall rooms are furnished
with single beds, closets, dressers and
desks. No electrical appliances ofgar
wattage or appliances containing a heating
element, such as an iron, may be used in
any residence hall room. Each floor has a
room with adequate fixtures for ironing.
Coin-operated facilities are provided where
students may do their laundry

Residence hall students are assigned a
roommate, unless a special request for a
private room is made and approval is given
by the Ofice of SudentAffairs. In such a
case, the student will be clgad an
additional room fee per semester

Board

All resident students are required to eat
in the schook dining hall. No food other
than light snacks may be kept and/or eaten
in the dormitory rooms. No credit will be
given for meals missed. Howeyeack
lunches or other arrangements may be
requested by those who worlf smpus
when the GBSC cafeteria is serving meals.

Mandatory Fees

All students must pay three mandatory
fees: the initial application fee, the general
services fee and the f€e. Sudents who

- are enrolled for six or fewer hours will be

chaged a flat rate of $28 per credit hour
for the general services fee.

The application fee is to be remitted at
the time of submitting the application form.
This fee is to be paid by new students and



students who are returning after having s¢
out for more than one semester

The general services fee funds the
upkeep of the student centescreation
center and health services. Included in thi
fee is an insurance policy which covers
each student with secondary accident
insuranceThe general services fee also
includes the following:

Learning resource fee— the funds
generated from this fee are used to
insure that the libraries have Baient
funds available to build library
collections, to support the curriculum
and to assist student learning suppor
programs.

Sudent affairs fee— the funds
generated from this fee support
student government activities,
programs and studentganizations.

Yearbook fee— this fee is a per
semester chge of $40. If a student
does not take more than six hours in
one or both of the semesters, a total
$80 must be remitted before the
student may receive a copy of the
current yearbook.

The IT fees are used to enrich the
educational experience of attending GBS(
by addressing technology needs in campu
wide computing, providing access to publi
computer labs and high-speed internet
access in residence hall rooms and throug
various wireless access points.

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Saving Money on Textbooks

As the cost of new textbooks has risen
dramatically now more than evestudents
need opportunities to save mondyhe
option of purchasing quality used books
presents significant savings over the cost of
purchasing brand new ones. MBS Direct
has the lagest inventory of new and used
books in the nation, on-site, ready to be
shipped directly to the student.

Another way to save is to resell
textbooks after use.

Payment of Accounts

All student accounts are due and
payable at the time of enroliment. If the
student is unable to make full payment at
registration, a deferred payment plan must
be arranged with the business manager
before registration is complete. Under this
plan, all of the fees and 20% of the
outstanding balance is due at registration.
The remaining balance is then divided into
four equal, monthly payments. If the
student is able to make full payment at
registration, a 2% discount on tuition will
be given.

Deferred payments become due and
payable on the 10th of each month and will
become delinquent if not paid by the"lcf
each monthA $15 late payment chge
will be added to the studestaccount if
payment is not made by the'28ay of the
month.
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If a studens account becomes 35 day
past due, the individual will lose his/her
student status. It is imperative that studen
undestand the seriousness of their financi
commitments. In no instance will a student
receive any grades or transcripts until all
financial obligations have been met.

Refund Policy: Withdrawal
from School

Voluntary withdrawal. In financial
matters, the relationship between the
student and the institution takes the form
a contract, which is not to be taken lightly
For this reason, refunds to students not
completing a full term of study will be
made only after the student completes a
withdrawal petition form and obtains the
required clearance signatures listed on th
form. Sudents may obtain a withdrawal
petition form from the Gice of the
RegistrarThe completed petition is to be
submitted to the RegistraBudents who

have completed the withdrawal petition and

have obtained the necessary clearances
receive refunds on the following basis

Medical/Health Withdrawal. In
cases where it becomes necessary for a
student to completely withdraw from
school due to medical/emotional/
psychological reasons, and if there is
adequate documentation by a physician
and/or professional counselduition,
room, and board will be pro-rated by the
week or any portion for a week attended.
Fees are chged at 100 percent.

Non-Voluntary Withdrawal
(Dismissal). In the event that a student is
expelled, no refund will be made for any
chages that have been applied to the
students account for the semester in which
he or she is expelled. If the semester
balance is not paid in full, he or she will be
billed for the remaining balance.

Impr oper Withdrawal. Students who
withdraw from school without completing
a withdrawal petition form and obtaining
the required clearance signatures listed on
the form will be considered to have
“improperly withdrawn.” In those cases,
no refund is granted to the student. If the
semester balance is not paid in full, he or
she will be billed for the remaining
balance.

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Federal Programs

Pell Grant

apply for a Pell Grant by filling outBAFSA
(FreeApplication for Federal tBdentAid).

The FAFSA is available online at
www.fafsa.ed.gov By putting GBSG
school code, 015691, on thAFSA, the
information will be directed to us.

Student Loans

A student loan is a means of aid for
students who are enrolled in at least 6 credit
hours. These low-interest loans must be
repaid and may either be subsidized or
unsubsidized.

A subsidized loan is awarded on the
basis of financial need, and no interest will
be chaged until six months after the
student graduates, leaves school, or drops
below 6 credit hours enrollment.

Unsubsidized loans are not awarded
based on financial need, and interest will be
chaged for the duration of the loan.

PLUS Loans

PLUS Loans are available to parents of
dependent undgraduates enrolled at least
half time. The yearly limit on a PLUS loan
is equal to the cost of attendance less any
other financial aid the student receives.
Interest is chayed on this loan, and
repayment generally begins within sixty
days after the final loan disbursement for



the period of enrollment for which the
parent borrows. Repayment may be
deferred until six months after the student
graduates, leaves school or drops below 6
credit hours enrollment. t&lents must file
a FAFSA.

Benefits

The OCOG may only be used for tuition
and the required general services fee.

Institutional
Programs

Unfunded institutional scholarships
may be used only for tuition, after grants
have been consideredlso, only one
unfunded institutional scholarship will be
awarded at a time.

Divisional Scholarships

Divisional scholarships are awarded to
up to four students per division. Criteria
and scholarship applications may be
secured from each divisionalffiok or the
Office of FinancialAid. In order to receive
a divisional scholarship, students must
submit an application of enrollment, a
scholarship application and\FSA.
Applications should be submitted to the
Office of Admissions and Financialid by
April 30. Sudents may reapply yearly

Academic Merit
Scholarships

Students who graduate from high
school with valedictorian or salutatorian
honors and receiving high overall scores ¢
the SA” may be eligible for a scholarship.
Verification of valedictorian/salutatorian
status must be submitted in writing from
the high school. One is eligible for the
valedictorian scholarship provided the
combined SA score of 1650 is achieved.
For the salutatorian scholarship, the
minimum combined score is 1500.

The valedictorian scholarship is up to
$750 per semester; salutatorian, $3ltte
scholarship amount is based on full-time
enrollment. Amount for students enrolled
less than full-time will be prorated.
Additionally, this scholarship may be used
for tuition only and is applied after other
aid. The scholarship may be renewed for
up to eight semesters dependent upon a
students maintaining a cumulative grade
point average of 3.50 (valedictorian) or
3.25 (salutatorian) and other financial aid.

Home school students may also be
eligible for the valedictorian/salutatorian
scholarships dependent upon their
achieving the previously noted $Acores.
The same renewal guidelines apply
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Dependent students whose
parents are full-time Christian workers, or
independent students who are involved in
full-time Christian work, may be eligible
for a 20% discount of tuition. In both
cases, Christian work must be the primary

yn source of household incom&o receive the

discount, a student must completefdBA
and submit a letter from the employer or
member of the church/mission group
stating that the parent/student is employed
in full-time Christian service and that this is
their main source of income.
Correspondence should be directed to the
Director of Financiahid by April 30 for

the following school yearThe 20% tuition
discount will be applied toward remaining
tuition after other financial aid is awarded.
This discount may be renewed each year by
completing the same requirements.

Information

God’s Bible School and College was
founded in 1900 for the purpose of training
Christian workers for the whitened harves
fields. The first session began on
September 27, 1900, with an enrollment o
72 students.The academic curriculum
involved one year of Bible classes, five
days per week for forty weeks.

Our course dérings have been greatly
expanded over the past several decades.
We now ofer two-, four, and five-year
programs.The original purpose remains
the same: to train laborers for various
fields of Christian service.

Classification of Students

All students are classified at the
beginning of a semester according to the
number of hours they have successfully
completed or transferred.tuslents are
classified as freshmen until they successfu
complete or transfer at least the following
minimum number of credit hours:

While a studens oficial classification

Non-Matriculated Status

Registration

The following policies relate primarily
to academic registratioAcademic
registration is the process by which
students select their courses for a particular
semester Other important components of
registration include room assignments (for
resident students), parking and vehicle
registration, and acquiring or updating
student ID cards. New students may be
able to complete some of these steps before
arriving on campus, thus shortening the
process on Registration Day

Registration Day is held each semester
on the day before classes begin. Returning
students and most new students will have
completed registration with advisors before
this time. (See the policy on page 48 for
late academic registration information.)
Registration is not complete until a student
has made satisfactory financial
arrangements with the BusinesdicHd. A
student is not to attend classes until
registration is complete. t&lents not
completing registration before the semester
begins will be dropped from their classes.
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New Students

Once accepted, new students may
register for classes beginning with the dat
published for academic registration until
the day before classes begin. New studen
desiring to register before arriving on
campus may request a telephone
appointment with an advis@klso, during
FreshmarWeek and on the financial
registration days, new students will be
given the opportunity to meet with a facult
advisor to schedule classes.

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Returning Students

Dropping or Adding
Courses

Courses may be added to or removed
from a studens$ schedule during the
add/drop period, which ends on the tenth
day of classesl'he ending date of the add/
drop period is published in thefigial
schoolcalendar as the last date to add or
drop a class.
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Courses added during this period may
result in new chaes which will afect the
students financial obligations for the
semesterCourses dropped during this
period will be removed from the student’
academic record.

Classes that are scheduled to begin
after the diicial add/drop period has ended
can be added before the second class
session and may be dropped up until five
days after that particular class has begun.

Withdrawing from Courses

After the last date to drop a class, and
until the date published in thefiafal
semester calendar as the last date to
withdraw from a class, a student may
withdraw from a course or courses and
receive a grade &F. This period ends at
the completion of eight weeks of classes.
Although this does not fct the studerd’
GPA, it does afiect the completion rate.
Please see page 55 concerning this in the
section “Academic Probation.”

For courses which do not meet for the
entire semester (e.g., Bd3.orTh 112) a
student may withdraw from these courses
after the start of the course until the cours
is halfway finished.The exact date will be
published in the course syllabus.

Withdrawal from School

A student who desires to withdraw
from school must follow the procedure
outlined in the Refund Policy section in
order to receive any refunds (see pages 3
38). Sudents who are expelled or choose
to leave after the last date to withdraw fro
a class will not be allowed to withdraw
from their classes and will be given the
grade earned for their performance in the
entire courseAll missed work and
absences will be considered in the final
grade, which is usually an Fhe
attendance policy mandating automatic
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failure for absences in excess of 20% also
applies to students who quit attending
classes and who have not withdrawn before
the last date to withdraw&udents who

leave due to circumstances that merit
special consideration may petition for
withdrawal from their courses.

Transfer of Credit

Academic credit from accredited
colleges will be evaluated for transfer by
the divisional chairperson or program
coordinator for the degree in which the
student intends to enrolllhe course to be
transferred must meet the requirements in
that programThe student must have earned
at least a C- grade in the course to be
transferred. Acceptance of some courses
for transfer may be dependent upon the
students scores on matriculation exams.
Additional limitations or requirements may
exist at the divisional level.

God'’s Bible School and College will
transfer high school courses taken through
the College Board’Advanced Placement
Program if the score earned was a three or
highet

Academic credit from non-accredited
colleges must also meet the above
requirements Additionally, these courses
will be evaluated for transfer based upon
factors such as the syllabus of the course
and the credentials of the faculty member
who taught the course. Credit for courses
identified for transfer will be awarded
provisionally and notated on the transcript
as pendingThese courses will be used in
calculating the studestcollege level.The
transfer credit will be dicially awarded if
the student has earned a/A#t at least 2.0
after completing 12 credit hours at God’
Bible School and College.

In order to earn a degree from God’
Bible School and College, a transfer student
must meet all specific course requirements.



At least 30 credit hours must be taken in
residence at Gos'Bible School and College
for the bachelds degree and at least 15
credit hours for the associgelegree.

Validation of Previous
Learning

Many students possess a depth of
knowledge in specific subjectiVe
recognize such previous learning by
accepting the following methods of gaining
academic credit:

Experiential Learning Credit. God's
Bible School and College recognizes the
value of learning beyond the walls of the
classroom through the experiences of Ke.
set of standards, principles and procedures
developed by the Council fédult and
Experiential Learning are used in assessing
prior learning for college credithe
requirements for each step in the process
are set by the faculty of the division in
which credit is sought and reviewed by the
Academic Committee. Interested students
should make application with the
appropriate divisional chairperson.

Credit by Exam. Within each
division, the faculty may establish
procedures by which students may earn
credit for particular subjects by
examination. Interested students should
make application with the appropriate
divisional chairperson.

Class Attendance

College classes normally meet for 50
minutes per week for each hour of credit
awarded.There is a five-minute break
between classes. Regular class attendance
is required. To allow for possible
emegencies, a limited number of absences
are allowed without &cting the studefg
grade.A student is counted absent if he or
she is not present for more than half of the
class.

A student is permitted to miss a
“regular” class, without a penalty in grade,
up to the number of times the class is
scheduled to meet each week. However
for classes that meet for extended times
(evening classes or 3-hour classes that mee
twice a week) or are structured on the
academic calendar ¢#irently (ADEP
classes or that meet for only 5 weeks), the
number of absences allowed before the
grade may be penalized varies. Check the
syllabus for specifics.
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A student whose number of absences
exceeds the number of times listed below
receives an automatic failure for the course.

Tardy Policy

Students are tardy whenever they are
not in their seat when class roll is taken or
when they leave class earlyhree tardies
will constitute one absence. It is the
students responsibility to notify the teacher
immediately after class concerning the
reason for the tardyConsistent tardies to
class and chapel are unacceptable. In most
cases, this is considered to be a behavioral
and self-discipline problem, rather than an
academic problem. In the case of such
behavior the student will be referred to the
Discipline Committee.

A student who misses more than
half of a class period is considered

absent rather than tardjt should be
noted that in the case of evening
courses, the student should come in
as soon as possible, since one
meeting of the class is treated as two
or three sessions.

If a student needs to take a final
exam earlyhe or she may do so if the
professor has the exam prepared in
sufficient time.

Classes missed after
taking early final exams count toward a
semestes total absences, and teachers
have discretion concerning thdesft on the
semestes class participation.



Late Work or Exams

If research papers/projects/assignmer
are accepted beyond the due date, each
teacher will determine the penalty to be
added per dayThis policy should be
included in the course syllabus.

Arrangements for late tests should
require taking the tests the same day or the
first day the student returns to class.
Teachers may either drop the score ten
points or make the exam more inclusive.

Academic Integrity

Cheating may transpire in various
ways. One of these is plagiarism, which
takes place when one uses another pessa
language or ideas without properly
referencing it.

If a student is caught cheating on any
course requirements, he or she will be
given a zero for that work, and a letter
containing the information will be sent to
theVice President foAcademicAffairs and
theVice President fort8dentAffairs.

In order to maintain satisfactory
academic progress, students must both
maintain a satisfactory grade point averag
and complete an appropriate percentage of
the credit hours attempted.

The minimum grade point averages fo
all college work done to date are as
follows:

Additionally, students must earn
academic credit for at least two thirds of the
credit hours they have attempted.

Academic Probation

Students who are placed on academic
probation will be notified in writing.
During semesters when a student is on
academic probation, he or she may continue
to receive certain types of financial aid, but
may not carry an academic load in excess
of 12 hours. ®idents are placed on
academic probation during semesters when

w Their semester or cumulative &P
for the previous semester was below
the minimum listed above, or

w Their cumulative completion rate
falls below 67%, or

w They are readmitted after academic
suspension.

Academic Suspension

Students on academic probation who
fail to correct their academic deficiencies
will be considered to be making
unsatisfactory academic progrestidents
will be suspended if while on academic
probation:

w They fail to earn a cumulative GP
above the required minimum, or

w Their cumulative completion rate is
below 67% at the close of the
semester

The first academic suspension is for
one semesteafter which the student may
apply for readmission to the collegéhe
second academic suspension is for one.year
A third academic suspension is final.

Christian Service
Requirements

God’s Bible School and College has
always emphasized and given opportunities
for practical ministries. Christian Service
assignments are a vital part of a student’
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educational experience at Gedible
School and CollegeAll students who
graduate from the college must complete
supervised practical assignments in
Christian work. The Ofice of Christian
Service ensures that the Christian Service
assignments in the last two years of the B
degree and in the last year of th& degree
are closely related to the studenthosen
major.

Christian Service opportunities include
activities such as mission work, nursing
home ministrypersonal evangelism,
children’s services, gospel team work,
hospital and prison ministrassistance to
local churches, etc.

At least 10% of Christian Service cred
earned should come through “Civic
Engagement” activities such as
involvement in academic tutoring,
community clean-up &irts, assisting the
elderly, etc. Further regulations concernin
Christian Service credits are given in the
Christian Service Handbook

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Although Christian Service does not
accrue academic credit, the student is
required to complete successfully a
specified number of Christian Service
credits in order to graduat&hese
requirements for graduation are listed
below

Two-year programs......3 credits
Fouryear programs......7 credits
Five-year programs.....9 credits

Transfer students not in a position to
accrue the required number of Christian
Service credits must work with the
Christian Service Director to determine the
number of Christian Service credits which
will be required.

Matriculated, full-time students will be
registered for Christian Service credit each
semester unless their advisor notates a
waiver on the studemstregistration form.

Graduation Requirements

1. Students who wish to graduate
must submit a completed application for
graduation during academic registration in
the semester preceding their graduation. In
order to complete the application, the
candidate must meet with the chairperson
from the division in which he or she intends
to graduate for a review of earned credit
and course requiremeni&he application,
which includes a Graduatigxgreement, is
signed at this time and submitted to the
Office of AcademicAffairs for approval. It
is strongly recommended that the candidate
complete this application two semesters
previous to his or her graduation.

2. In addition to the total credit hours
required, the candidate for graduation must
meet the specific degree program
requirements as outlined in the appropriate
divisional handbook.



3. For atwo-year degree, at
least 15 semester hours must be
completed at God’'Bible School
and CollegeThirty semester
hours are required for fouand
five-year programs.

4. Students must have
earned the required number of
Christian Service credits (see p.
62 for details).

5. Itis expected that Gosl’
Bible School and College
graduates possess Christian
character and conduct themselve
in a way that befits a Christian.

Therefore each graduate must
have made satisfactory progress
on character development (seesp).

6. Additional requirements include:

w completion of student portfolio
with all required artifacts,
reflections, etc.;

w completion of all course
requirements, including papers
and examinations;

w a minimum cumulative grade
point average of 2.0 (C
average);

w payment of all financial
obligations to the institution;
and

w completion of senior

assessments and exit interviews.

Graduation Honors

Honor students are awarded the
following recognition at the time of
graduation:

For those attaining a grade point
average of 3.50-3.79, the honor of cun
laude is given; for those attaining a

grade point average of 3.80-3.89, the
honor of magna cum laude is given;
and for those attaining a grade point
average of 3.90 or above, the honor of
summa cum laude is given.

To be eligible for honors, students
graduating with a bachelsrdegree must
have earned a minimum of 90 semester
hours at God Bible School and College;
students graduating with an associte’
degree must have earned at least 45 hours
at Gods Bible School and College.

Valedictorian / Salutatorian
Honors

For the specific honors &faledictorian
and Salutatorian, students must be
graduating with a bachelerdegree and
must have earned a minimum of 90
semester hours at GedBible School and
College. These honors are given upon vote
by the College Faculty that considers
primarily the cumulative G,
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Multiple Degrees

A student who wishes to earn an
additional degree must meet all program
requirements for the new degree.
Bachelois degree candidates must earn a
least 30 semester hours beyond those
earned for the most recent degree, and
associates degree candidates must earn al
least 15 semester hours beyond.
