God’s Bible School was founded by
Martin Wells Knapp, a Methodist ministan

1900 and is one of the oldest Bible college

in America. What is now the college of
God’s Bible School began as a diploma
course, devoted almost exclusively to the

study of the Bible and of practical subjects to

enable the student to be afeefive worker
in what M.W Knapp called the “great,
whitened harvest field.”

The original course was called the
ChristianWorker's Course. Latert was
expanded to a three-year course and, in 1
to a regular fouyear collegiate courseit
that time, the Department of Education of
State of Ohio granted authorization to Ged
Bible School to confer baccalaureate degr

Name

The name “God Bible School” was
chosen by its founder and has become we
known within the holiness movemerithis
name stresses the interdenominational,
nonsectarian character of the school. It al
emphasizes the fact that its purpose is to
students to give God priority in their lives.

M.W. Knapp also used the title
“MissionaryTraining Home” to give
prominence to the gent need of
preparing students for worldwide
missions. In some of his early
advertising, he referred to the school
as a “drilling school for Christian
soldiers” to show the practical side of
the education ééred. These central
ideas have continued through the
years to lie at the very heart and
purpose of God' Bible School.The
name may seem misleading to some,
since names such as “school” and
“institute” frequently denote educa-
tion below that of a collegiate level.
However the name has become
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traditional and so well-known among the
schools constituency that the time-honored
name has been retained, and the title of
“college” has been added to show the type
of educational programs now beindevéd.

Only graduates of accredited high
schools or persons with equivalent
preparation may be matriculated in the
college as candidates for associate or
baccalaureate degreeshe GED test, if
passed, will be accepted as equivalent toja
high-school diploma.

Applicants who lack specific high
school subjects, such as mathematics, or
applicants with 16 high-school units may
if accepted, register but must remove these
deficiencies during their first year

Each applicant must submit a transcript
of high-school grades from his/her high
school. In cases of early registration, the
transcript of grades may not include the
applicants final semester of work. In such
cases, the applicant must submit a second
transcript reflecting all high-school grades
and validation of his/her graduation before
being matriculated as a student in the
college.

Deadlines

Although applications are accepted
until the last day to add a class for that
particular semester (see calengarb),
applicants are encouraged to finish the
process as early as possibfgpplicants
often find that privately-funded
scholarships, such as from corporations
and nonprofit gganizations, are denied
them unless they have already been
accepted; thus early application can have
financial-aid benefits. Consequenta/l
applications and fees should be sent by
July 1 for the fall semester and by
December 1 for the spring semester

The recommendation forms and
official transcript requests are to be
distributed to specific individualsThese
individuals must mail these completed
forms directly to God Bible School and
College.

Registration

One day at the beginning of each
semesteras indicated on the academic
calendar (p. 6), is designated as registration
day for new students. Only students who
have been formally accepted may register
and these are expected to register on this
day (although some items may be
completed in advance through telephone
pre-registration).
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Returning students will register for
their classes with an academic advisor
during the time set aside on the academig
calendar A late registration fee will be
required of all students who do not
complete registration during this period.

The cutof date for late registration in
any semester will be the day on the
calendar identified as the “Last DayAdd
or Drop a Class” (see p. 6).

International Students

English Proficiency. Al
international students whose native
language is not English are required to
submit evidence of English proficienag
follows.

If the SAT score level described
above is not achieved, an applican

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English as a Foreign Language)
and score at least 450 on the paper
based test or 133 on the computer
based test to prove English
proficiency OurTOEFL number is
1238.

Financial Resources.The U.S.

living expenses for the first year
Federal financial aid is not
available for non-immigrant
international students.
