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C hristian Service

Every program has a Christian Service
component that requires each student to
complete supervised practical assignments
as a way of giving something back to the
community and to the local church. Chris-
tian Service is coordinated by thefioé of
Christian Service, which correlates class-
room learning with ministry opportunities.

Students are required to complete
successfully a specified number of Chris-
tian Service credits in order to graduate.

Character Development

C ross-C urricular
C oncerns

As part of its commitment to providing
students with a broad education, GBSC
emphasizes six areas throughout the
curriculum: writing, public speaking,
critical thinking, worldview development,
diversity and use of technologyn some
cases, these concerns are directly addressed
‘in specific courses — such as English
Composition, Public Speaking and Senior
Worldview Seminar But beyond this,
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GBSCs5 faculty include opportunities for
development in these areas in various
classes throughout a studesntbourse of
study In these classes, students will creat
portfolio artifacts demonstrating achieve-
ment and understanding in all six areas of
cross-curricular concern.

Writing

The process of writing can help students

learn better Writing probably helps the
writer to understand the thoughts that
otherwise would remain inaccessible and
helps people to operate at a higher level g
abstraction.Writing is integrally involved

in our learning process and has its best
application in disciplines where students

need to think through and learn to evaluatg

problems.When we ask our students to
write, we are encouraging them to engage
actively with the subject matter: to see

patterns, connect ideas, and make meanings

— in other words, to learn actively
The second reason for emphasizing
writing is the obvious one: practicing

writing results in improved student writing.

If writing is to become a natural and
effective skill for students, they must be
offered practice and instruction in a great
variety of academic settingEhey must
learn to write for diferent readers and in

many contexts. Many of the problems we
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see in students’ writing result from
students not having enough awareness of
these diferent contexts or not having
enough practice addressing them.

Writing Across the Curriculum
(WAC). WAC is designed to ensure that
GBSC students receive a skill and knowl-
edge base in writing that is commensurate
with a college education and that will
allow them to succeed as members of a
profession and as members of socidty
addition to standard composition courses
offered by English professors, students will
be required to take writing-designated
courses dered by professors from across
the curriculum.These courses are prima-
rily intended to broaden the students’
writing experience, as well as to provide
them “applied” writing experiences,
especially within their major area of study
Many courses at GBSC require writing in
the form of reaction papers, essays or
reports, critical analyses orgaments, and
research papers.

The WAC Requirement. A student
satisfies th&VAC requirement by success-
fully completing En 101, En 102 and a
minimum of three writing-designated
courses.At least one of the three writing-
designated courses must be at the upper
division level (300/400), though two or
even all three may be upper division
courses. If deemed necessatydents
who demonstrate deficiency in writing may
be required to attend thériting Lab.

Evaluating Writing. In order to
simplify paper formatting for diérent
classes, the GBSC faculty have selected
theAmerican Psychologicaissociations
(APA) style as the required format for all
written work. $udents will be introduced
to APA style in English Composition
coursesAll papers, regardless of the
course, should be submitted in this style.
Note that some faculty may not require all
components (for instance, an abstract may
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not be required); students should be sure
to ask instructors for clarification as
needed. Some information concerning
APA style may be found online at
http:/lWwww.apastyle.ay/.

In evaluating written work, faculty have

chosen to use a standard grading rubric, t
6+1 Trait® system devised by the North-
west Regional Educational Laboratory
(NWREL). (GBSC has secured permissior
from the NWRELto use this systemis
with the adoption ofAPA style, the com-
mon rubric has been chosen to assist
students, who will become familiar with the
rubric during the required English Compo-
sition coursesThe rubric, along with
additional information, is available on the
NWREL assessment websitetp://

Writing Lab. GBSC operates a
Writing Lab.The Lab provides peer
consultations addressing all phases of the
writing process (from “prewriting” activi-
ties, through drafting and revising, to

editing), thus supporting students in devel:

oping and enhancing writing skills.

Public Speaking

A student education in speech commu
nication must be built upon a sound founda
tion which begins with our introductory
speechcommunication clas®ublic Speak-
ing. Once the foundation has been estab-
lished, it becomes the job of the faculty at
large to bring students to the point where
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they at graduation, are competent communi-
cators. Such competence will be demon-
strated in various speeclommunication
activities, in both general education courses
and in courses in the program major

Faculty will create learning experiences
in their identified courses that will give
students the opportunities to develop further
their oralcommunicatiorskill. Such courses
are carefully screened to make sure they
provide the requisite instructiocritiqued
practice and evaluated performance.

The faculty hae three basic goals in
this area:

w To help bring students to the point
where, at graduation, they are
competent in speaking;

To introduce students to the
disciplinary conventions governing
the different kinds of speech-
communication activities; and

To enhance studentg’arning of
disciplinary course content through
the use of carefully designed speech-
communication activities.

Critical T hinking

To define critical thinking skills is to
restate many of the traditional goals of
higher education — that is, to provide a
program of instruction that enables students
to become independent learners, to be
capable of exercising informed and bal-
anced judgment and to contribute as mature
citizens in their society

Critical thinking cannot be assumed or
taken for granted. Being a person of good
will and good heart, or even a person of
high intelligence, does not automatically
translate into intellectual quality in ose’
thinking. Since GBSC desires that student
learning be of high intellectual quality
faculty are chaged with the responsibility
of contextualizing critical thinking into all
subject areas.
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Worldview Development

Developing a Christian worldview is an

integral part of the Bible-college classroom.

Both faculty and students are continually
participating in this taskA Christian
worldview goes far beyond applying proof
texts from the Bible to moral issues stu-
dents might encounter after college.
Christian worldview is a way of looking at
all of life through the spectacles of faith in
God. If God truly is sovereign, then He
rules literature, historyscience and social
institutions. If Christians acknowledge
God’s sovereigntythen our work in any
field will transform that discipline into a
practice that better reflects Geduill and
God’s glory

Both academic excellence and a
maturing Christian worldview take consid-
erable efort and time to develop. Faculty
are encouraged to model this in their own
lives and, in so doing, to demonstrate to
students that education and Christian
development are lifelong processes that
fulfill our calling to love God with our
hearts and minds.

The college classroomfafds an
environment in which students can investi
gate the hard issues of our modern sogiet
acknowledging God and His biblical

—

revelation, while at the same timdarfng
an atmosphere that supports questions,
dissent, doubt and creativity

Courses that specifically deal with the
development of a Christian worldview are
Introduction to Philosophywhich all
students are required to take, and other
courses, such @gpologetics or Philosophy
of Christian Education. In addition to such
courses, faculty will create learning experi-
ences in their programs that will give the
student the opportunity to develop further
their personal Christian worldviews.

Bachelots degree programs require
students to take Seni@forldview Seminar
as an interdisciplinary capstone course that
allows students to grapple with various
social problems and to articulate strategies
for addressing them from a Christian-
worldview perspective.

Diversity

We recognize the existence of age,
gender ethnic, religious and cultural
differences among all peoples and on all
levels of society As Christians operating
from a biblical worldviewwe approach the
issues of acknowledgementfiahation,
accommaodation, and approval of diversity
guided by our commitment to the absolute
authority of Gods word and the Great
Commission.Therefore we seek to fulfill
our mission of preparing faithful servants to
proclaim Jesus Christ and spread scriptural
holiness throughout the world by teaching
our students that:

w Every person has been created in the
image of God and therefore has
inherent value and dignity

w God provided Christ as an atonement
for all peoples and therefore all can
be saved and transformed into
Christlikeness through the power of
God’s grace.
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w All dif ferences must be evaluated in
the light of Scripture. Diversity that
is in harmony with Scripture is
healthy and only such diversity
should be approved and accommo-
dated.

w We should demonstrate our love to
others by:

- affirming their God-given dignity
and worth.

- seeking to understand those whag
differ from us and learn how to
relate to them.

- treating them with the same
sensitivity and concern as we
would wish to be treated in
reverse circumstances.

- gently and kindly telling them
the truth for the sake of their
salvation, in spite of di€ring
worldviews.

Given this commitment to diversijtihe
faculty has identified courses to include in
the General Education Core to address
diversity and additional courses within the
curriculum that have assignments relating
to diversity
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Use of Technology

GBSC strives to promote the most
effective uses of technology to enhance
learning. Technology is introduced into
courses so that students extend their
mastery of course material while acquiring
technology skills and learning how to use
these skills to solve problem%his
curriculum helps prepare students for a
lifetime of learning in our increasingly
technological world.

If a student or his or her advisor
determines that a deficiency exists in the
use of technologycourse/s in the Business
area of the General®lies Division may
be taken.These courses in computers and
information technology are designed to
enable students:

w to give efective presentations (MS
PowerPoint);

w to utilize databases and
spreadsheets (M&ccess and MS
Excel); and

w to develop an electronic
professional portfolio, a basic
website, or a blog.

In addition to these courses, faculty
will create learning experiences in their
programs that will give students the
opportunities to further utilize their
technology skills.

Portfolio

All the divisions within the college
have developed materials to guide the use
of portfolios within their programs, based
on the Berean portfolio model.tUglents
will begin their portfolios in their first year
of college. The portfolio will contain an
evolving selection of a studestacademic
work as he or she progresses at GB3e
portfolio will represent the student to those
who review it for decision-making
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purposes.The portfolio will be modified
over the course of study so that it
documents in a substantial and persuasive
manner the studestgrowing ability to
meet the challenges of his or her chosen
profession.

Maintaining the portfolio is the
responsibility of the student. Many of the
materials which students choose to includ
at one point in time will be revised or
replaced by more recent items as they
approach their next portfolio reviews. Itis
up to the student to decide, in consultation
with the advisgrwhat to keep and what to
replace.A few older items in the portfolio
may be helpful in illustrating important
development in the studesthinking and/
or abilities. At any given point, the
portfolio’s contents will reflect the studest’
current strengths and the areas where
improvement is needed to meet the goals
the studeng program.

At GBSC, the audience for the portfoli
includes the studemstadvisorwith whom
they will work closely in its development;
the divisional facultywho will collectively
review the portfolio at specified points to
make decisions and recommendations ab
understanding in major content area(s); ar
prospective employers with whom the
student wishes to share the portfolio.

In addition to annual reviews by the
students advisorthe portfolio will be
formally reviewed at least three times.
Preparation to meet the requirements for
these reviews should be made in
consultation with the studestadvisor

All written items in the portfolio
should be typed, using a word processor
The student should always keep backup
copies of the items in the portfolid\ll
entries must be dated. Unless otherwise
indicated, all items will be required for all
reviews. Criteria to be used in reviewing
portfolios will be made available to
students. ®idents who need help in
portfolio development may be required to
take a class to remediate this deficiency
Students should consult with their advisors
for specifics.

Bachelor of Arts
Major in Ministerial Education

The program listed below leads to a
bachelor of arts degre€his will be
granted upon the completion of 43 hours of
ministerial education, 49 hours of Bible and
theology 43 hours of general education
studies and 8 hours of specialty track,
making a total of 143 hours. In the course
of completing this degree, students are
introduced to the contents and research
methodologies unique to the disciplines of
biblical studies, systematic theology
church history and pastoral theology

This fouryear degree program does not
require a minarHowever the student must
choose one of the eight following areas of
professional focus: Pastoral Ministry
Pastoral Counselingjouth Ministry Urban
Ministry, World Missions, Music Ministry
Christian Education or Christian
LeadershipThis choice will afect the
students course requirements for the junior
and senior years.

Please note, that because evangelism
and church growth are covered in greater
depth in other required classes, ministerial
majors are not required to take Doctrine
and Practice of Evangelism (Tk2) or
Doctrine and Practice of Church Growth
(Th 113).

Transfer students must successfully
complete an examination before enrolling
in Holiness: Critical Issue#ny student
who does not successfully complete the
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examination will be required to take
Doctrine of Holiness (Th 202) at Gaed’
Bible School and College.

All ministerial students are required to
attend the plenary ministerial session on
Fridays during fourth periodhis session
provides students opportunity to be
mentored collectivelyto benefit from
spiritual accountabilityand to hear special
lectures by guest ministers and church
leaders.
